REVELATION—so you can understand the things which must shortly
come to pass and live accordingly.

If you have done the first three courses on Revelation, you’ve done at least five
hours of homework per week. This means, my friend, you've spent over 165
hours poring over the book of Revelation. Add to that your class discussion and
you’ll see that it adds up to 198 hours of study in this book.

At this point you have a general chronological understanding of the events of this
book.

Now that you’re familiar with the content and the context of the various events in
Revelation, it’s time to compare Scripture with Scripture. This will broaden our
understanding of “the things which must shortly take place,” things that center on
the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ to rule as King of kings and Lord of lords.

If you haven’t done the previous Precept courses on Revelation and the Lord has
brought you to this one, you need to determine in your heart that you’re going to
learn what you can. Although you may not have the background in Revelation
that others in your class have, especially in approaching Revelation from an
inductive perspective, if you come to these lessons with a teachable spirit, if you're
diligent to do the homework, and if you do not permit discouragement, you’ll
learn much. After all, we have to begin somewhere; and if God brought this
course to your attention, then press on. Study to show yourself approved unto
God, a workman that need not be ashamed.

Just remember that this is an inductive study, which means, when you look at a
text of Scripture, don’t try to fit it into a preconceived mold. Instead, let Scripture

determine your doctrine.

Study well, Beloved, there is a reward for your labor.

1. Carefully read Revelation 1. This chapter tells us the purpose of Revelation,
who wrote it, and how the writing came to pass. It also outlines the book.

This will be good review for those of you who have done Revelation 1, Jesus’
Message to the Church, Revelation 2, Unveiling the Book of Revelation, and
Revelation 3, What Is the Sign of His Coming and of the End of the Age? It will also
help those of you who are stepping into Interpreting Revelation in the Light of
Biblical Prophecy without having done any of the previous courses.

2. Now that you have read Revelation 1, for the sake of review answer the
tollowing questions from the text:

a.  What’s the purpose of the book of Revelation? What is it about?

b. Draw a diagram Revelation 1:1-2 showing how the book came to God’s
bond-servants.

c. What’s the promise of Revelation 1:3 and who is it for? Note if there are
conditions to the promise.

d. According to Revelation 1:19, what was John to write? List your insights.

e. Now look at Revelation 4:1 and note where the third segment of
Revelation begins and how you know.

3. Your assignment for the rest of this week is to read Revelation 4-22. This will
help you review the content of this awesome prophecy.

As you read Revelation, complete the chart at the end of this lesson. It’s four
pages long. To use it remove all four pages from the notebook and place them
end to end as one continuous chart. You may want to tape the four pages
together.

Record only what’s obvious to you at this point in your study. Be sure to
record things related to the seals, trumpets, and bowls as illustrated on the chart
under the first seal. You’ll also notice several scripture references with spaces to
fill in the events described by the references.

If you haven’t taken the second and third course in our series on Revelation,
we want to encourage you to carefully observe the text as you read. Give
yourself extra time to do this assignment; it will be well worth it. If you see
anything on this chart you disagree with, make a note of it so you can discuss it
with your Precept Leader. We don’t want to force any particular view on
anyone. Rather, we simply want to help you discover what the text says
through accurate and careful observation of the Word.'

' When you have time, do Revelation 2 and Revelation 3, even if it is on your own. It will give you a greater
confidence in sharing Revelation with others.

THE Revelation of Jesus Christ, which God gave Him to show to His
bond-servants, the things which must soon take place; and He sent and
communicated it by His angel to His bond-servant John,

2 who testified to the word of God and to the testimony of Jesus Christ,
even to all that he saw.

3 Blessed is he who reads and those who hear the words of the prophecy,
and heed the things which are written in it; for the time is near.

4  John to the seven churches that are in Asia: Grace to you and peace,
from Him who is and who was and who is to come, and from the seven
Spirits who are before His throne,

5 and from Jesus Christ, the faithful witness, the firstborn of the dead, and
the ruler of the kings of the earth. To Him who loves us and released us
from our sins by His blood—

6 and He has made us fo be a kingdom, priests to His God and Father—to
Him be the glory and the dominion forever and ever. Amen.

7  BEHOLD, HE IS COMING WITH THE CLOUDS, and every eye will see
Him, even those who pierced Him; and all the tribes of the earth will
mourn over Him. So it is to be. Amen.

8 “I am the Alpha and the Omega,” says the Lord God, “who is and who
was and who is to come, the Almighty.”

9 I, John, your brother and fellow partaker in the tribulation and kingdom
and perseverance which are in Jesus, was on the island called Patmos
because of the word of God and the testimony of Jesus.

10 I was in the Spirit on the Lord’s day, and I heard behind me a loud
voice like the sound of a trumpet,

11 saying, “Write in a book what you see, and send it to the seven
churches: to Ephesus and to Smyrna and to Pergamum and to Thyatira

and to Sardis and to Philadelphia and to Laodicea.”

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Then I turned to see the voice that was speaking with me. And having
turned I saw seven golden lampstands;

and in the middle of the lampstands I saw one like a son of man, clothed
in a robe reaching to the feet, and girded across His chest with a golden
sash.

His head and His hair were white like white wool, like snow; and His
eyes were like a flame of fire.

His feet were like burnished bronze, when it has been made to glow in a
furnace, and His voice was like the sound of many waters.

In His right hand He held seven stars, and out of His mouth came a
sharp two-edged sword; and His face was like the sun shining in its
strength.

When I saw Him, I fell at His feet like a dead man. And He placed His
right hand on me, saying, “Do not be afraid; I am the first and the last,
and the living One; and I was dead, and behold, I am alive forevermore,
and I have the keys of death and of Hades.

10 ‘Do not fear what you are about to suffer. Behold, the devil is about to
cast some of you into prison, so that you will be tested, and you will
have tribulation for ten days. Be faithful until death, and I will give you
the crown of life.

11 ‘He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the churches.

He who overcomes will not be hurt by the second death.’

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“And to the angel of the church in Pergamum write:

The One who has the sharp two-edged sword says this:

‘I know where you dwell, where Satan’s throne is; and you hold fast My
name, and did not deny My faith even in the days of Antipas, My
witness, My faithful one, who was killed among you, where Satan
dwells.

‘But I have a few things against you, because you have there some who
hold the teaching of Balaam, who kept teaching Balak to put a
stumbling block before the sons of Israel, to eat things sacrificed to idols
and to commit acts of immorality.

‘So you also have some who in the same way hold the teaching of the
Nicolaitans.

‘Therefore repent; or else I am coming to you quickly, and I will make
war against them with the sword of My mouth.

‘He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the churches.
To him who overcomes, to him I will give some of the hidden manna,
and I will give him a white stone, and a new name written on the stone
which no one knows but he who receives it.’

‘But I have this against you, that you tolerate the woman Jezebel, who
calls herself a prophetess, and she teaches and leads My bond-servants
astray so that they commit acts of immorality and eat things sacrificed to
idols.

‘I gave her time to repent, and she does not want to repent of her
immorality.

‘Behold, I will throw her on a bed of sickness, and those who commit

adultery with her into great tribulation, unless they repent of her deeds.

‘So remember what you have received and heard; and keep if, and
repent. Therefore if you do not wake up, I will come like a thief, and
you will not know at what hour I will come to you.

‘But you have a few people in Sardis who have not soiled their
garments; and they will walk with Me in white, for they are worthy.

‘He who overcomes will thus be clothed in white garments; and I will
not erase his name from the book of life, and T will confess his name
before My Father and before His angels.

Behold, I have put before you an open door which
no one can shut, because you have a little power, and have kept My
word, and have not denied My name.

‘Behold, I will cause those of the synagogue of Satan, who say that they
are Jews and are not, but lie—I will make them come and bow down at
your feet, and make them know that I have loved you.

‘Because you have kept the word of My perseverance, I also will keep
you from the hour of testing, that hour which is about to come upon the

whole world, to test those who dwell on the earth.

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‘I am coming quickly; hold fast what you have, so that no one will take
your crown.

‘Because you say, “I am rich, and have become wealthy, and have need
of nothing,” and you do not know that you are wretched and miserable
and poor and blind and naked,

I advise you to buy from Me gold refined by fire so that you may
become rich, and white garments so that you may clothe yourself, and
that the shame of your nakedness will not be revealed; and eye salve to
anoint your eyes so that you may see.

‘Those whom I love, I reprove and discipline; therefore be zealous and
repent.

‘Behold, I stand at the door and knock; if anyone hears My voice and
opens the door, I will come in to him and will dine with him, and he
with Me.

‘He who overcomes, I will grant to him to sit down with Me on My
throne, as I also overcame and sat down with My Father on His throne.

7  The first creature was like a lion, and the second creature like a calf, and
the third creature had a face like that of a man, and the fourth creature
was like a flying eagle.

8 And the four living creatures, each one of them having six wings, are
full of eyes around and within; and day and night they do not cease to
say,

“HOLY, HOLY, HOLY is THE LORD GOD, THE ALMIGHTY, WHO WAS
AND WHO IS AND WHO IS TO COME.”
9 And when the living creatures give glory and honor and thanks to Him

who sits on the throne, to Him who lives forever and ever,

3 And no one in heaven or on the earth or under the earth was able to
open the book or to look into it.

4 Then I began to weep greatly because no one was found worthy to open
the book or to look into it;

5 and one of the elders said to me, “Stop weeping; behold, the Lion that is
from the tribe of Judah, the Root of David, has overcome so as to open
the book and its seven seals.”

When the Lamb broke the fourth seal, I heard the voice of the fourth
living creature saying, “Come.”

I looked, and behold, an ashen horse; and he who sat on it had the name
Death; and Hades was following with him. Authority was given to them
over a fourth of the earth, to kill with sword and with famine and with
pestilence and by the wild beasts of the earth.

When the Lamb broke the fifth seal, I saw underneath the altar the souls
of those who had been slain because of the word of God, and because of
the testimony which they had maintained;

and they cried out with a loud voice, saying, “How long, O Lord, holy
and true, will You refrain from judging and avenging our blood on

those who dwell on the earth?”

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And there was given to each of them a white robe; and they were told
that they should rest for a little while longer, until the number of their
fellow servants and their brethren who were to be killed even as they
had been, would be completed also.

I looked when He broke the sixth seal, and there was a great
earthquake; and the sun became black as sackcloth made of hair, and the
whole moon became like blood;

and the stars of the sky fell to the earth, as a fig tree casts its unripe figs
when shaken by a great wind.

The sky was split apart like a scroll when it is rolled up, and every
mountain and island were moved out of their places.

Then the kings of the earth and the great men and the commanders and
the rich and the strong and every slave and free man hid themselves in
the caves and among the rocks of the mountains;

And I saw another angel ascending from the rising of the sun, having the
seal of the living God; and he cried out with a loud voice to the four
angels to whom it was granted to harm the earth and the sea,

saying, “Do not harm the earth or the sea or the trees until we have
sealed the bond-servants of our God on their foreheads.”

And I heard the number of those who were sealed, one hundred and
forty-four thousand sealed from every tribe of the sons of Israel:

From the tribe of Judah, twelve thousand were sealed, from the tribe of
Reuben twelve thousand, from the tribe of Gad twelve thousand,

thousand, from the tribe of Issachar twelve thousand,

from the tribe of Zebulun twelve thousand, from the tribe of Joseph
twelve thousand, from the tribe of Benjamin, twelve thousand were
sealed.

After these things I looked, and behold, a great multitude which no one
could count, from every nation and all tribes and peoples and tongues,
standing before the throne and before the Lamb, clothed in white robes,
and palm branches were in their hands;

and they cry out with a loud voice, saying,

“Salvation to our God who sits on the throne, and to the Lamb.”

And all the angels were standing around the throne and around the elders
and the four living creatures; and they fell on their faces before the

throne and worshiped God,
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saying,

“Amen, blessing and glory and wisdom and thanksgiving and honor and
power and might, be to our God forever and ever. Amen.”

Then one of the elders answered, saying to me, “These who are clothed
in the white robes, who are they, and where have they come from?”

I said to him, “My lord, you know.” And he said to me, “These are the
ones who come out of the great tribulation, and they have washed their
robes and made them white in the blood of the Lamb.

“For this reason, they are before the throne of God; and they serve Him
day and night in His temple; and He who sits on the throne will spread
His tabernacle over them.

“They will hunger no longer, nor thirst anymore; nor will the sun beat
down on them, nor any heat;

for the Lamb in the center of the throne will be their shepherd, and will
guide them to springs of the water of life; and God will wipe every tear

from their eyes.”

3 Another angel came and stood at the altar, holding a golden censer; and
much incense was given to him, so that he might add it to the prayers of
all the saints on the golden altar which was before the throne.

4 And the smoke of the incense, with the prayers of the saints, went up
before God out of the angel’s hand.

5 Then the angel took the censer and filled it with the fire of the altar, and
threw it to the earth; and there followed peals of thunder and sounds
and flashes of lightning and an earthquake.

6 And the seven angels who had the seven trumpets prepared themselves
to sound them.

7 The first sounded, and there came hail and fire, mixed with blood, and
they were thrown to the earth; and a third of the earth was burned up,
and a third of the trees were burned up, and all the green grass was
burned up.

8 The second angel sounded, and something like a great mountain burning
with fire was thrown into the sea; and a third of the sea became blood,

9  and a third of the creatures which were in the sea and had life, died; and
a third of the ships were destroyed.

10  The third angel sounded, and a great star fell from heaven, burning like
a torch, and it fell on a third of the rivers and on the springs of waters.

11 The name of the star is called Wormwood; and a third of the waters
became wormwood, and many men died from the waters, because they

were made bitter.

12 The fourth angel sounded, and a third of the sun and a third of the
moon and a third of the stars were struck, so that a third of them would
be darkened and the day would not shine for a third of it, and the night
in the same way.

13  Then I looked, and I heard an eagle flying in midheaven, saying with a
loud voice, “Woe, woe, woe to those who dwell on the earth, because
of the remaining blasts of the trumpet of the three angels who are about

to sound!”

THEN the fifth angel sounded, and I saw a star from heaven which had

fallen to the earth; and the key of the bottomless pit was given to him.
He opened the bottomless pit, and smoke went up out of the pit, like
the smoke of a great furnace; and the sun and the air were darkened by
the smoke of the pit.

Then out of the smoke came locusts upon the earth, and power was
given them, as the scorpions of the earth have power.

They were told not to hurt the grass of the earth, nor any green thing,
nor any tree, but only the men who do not have the seal of God on
their foreheads.

And they were not permitted to kill anyone, but to torment for five
months; and their torment was like the torment of a scorpion when it
stings a man.

And in those days men will seek death and will not find it; they will
long to die, and death flees from them.

The appearance of the locusts was like horses prepared for battle; and on
their heads appeared to be crowns like gold, and their faces were like the
faces of men.

They had hair like the hair of women, and their teeth were like the teeth
of lions.

They had breastplates like breastplates of iron; and the sound of their
wings was like the sound of chariots, of many horses rushing to battle.
They have tails like scorpions, and stings; and in their tails is their power
to hurt men for five months.

They have as king over them, the angel of the abyss; his name in
Hebrew is Abaddon, and in the Greek he has the name Apollyon.

The first woe is past; behold, two woes are still coming after these

things.
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Then the sixth angel sounded, and I heard a voice from the four horns
of the golden altar which is before God,

one saying to the sixth angel who had the trumpet, “Release the four
angels who are bound at the great river Euphrates.”

And the four angels, who had been prepared for the hour and day and
month and year, were released, so that they would kill a third of
mankind.

The number of the armies of the horsemen was two hundred million; I
heard the number of them.

And this is how I saw in the vision the horses and those who sat on
them: the riders had breastplates the color of fire and of hyacinth and of
brimstone; and the heads of the horses are like the heads of lions; and
out of their mouths proceed fire and smoke and brimstone.

A third of mankind was killed by these three plagues, by the fire and the
smoke and the brimstone which proceeded out of their mouths.

Then I saw an angel standing in the sun, and he cried out with a loud
voice, saying to all the birds which fly in midheaven, “Come, assemble
for the great supper of God,

so that you may eat the flesh of kings and the flesh of commanders and
the flesh of mighty men and the flesh of horses and of those who sit on
them and the flesh of all men, both free men and slaves, and small and
great.”

And I saw the beast and the kings of the earth and their armies
assembled to make war against Him who sat on the horse and against
His army.

And the beast was seized, and with him the false prophet who
performed the signs in his presence, by which he deceived those who
had received the mark of the beast and those who worshiped his image;
these two were thrown alive into the lake of fire which burns with
brimstone.

And the rest were killed with the sword which came from the mouth of

Him who sat on the horse, and all the birds were filled with their flesh.

Chapter Theme

THEN I saw an angel coming down from heaven, holding the key of the
abyss and a great chain in his hand.

2 And he laid hold of the dragon, the serpent of old, who is the devil and
Satan, and bound him for a thousand years;

3 and he threw him into the abyss, and shut it and sealed it over him, so
that he would not deceive the nations any longer, until the thousand
years were completed; after these things he must be released for a short
time.

4 Then I saw thrones, and they sat on them, and judgment was given to
them. And I saw the souls of those who had been beheaded because of
their testimony of Jesus and because of the word of God, and those who
had not worshiped the beast or his image, and had not received the
mark on their forehead and on their hand; and they came to life and
reigned with Christ for a thousand years.

5 The rest of the dead did not come to life until the thousand years were
completed. This is the first resurrection.

6  Blessed and holy is the one who has a part in the first resurrection; over
these the second death has no power, but they will be priests of God and
of Christ and will reign with Him for a thousand years.

7 When the thousand years are completed, Satan will be released from his
prison,

8 and will come out to deceive the nations which are in the four corners
of the earth, Gog and Magog, to gather them together for the war; the
number of them is like the sand of the seashore.

9 And they came up on the broad plain of the earth and surrounded the
camp of the saints and the beloved city, and fire came down from

heaven and devoured them.
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And the devil who deceived them was thrown into the lake of fire and
brimstone, where the beast and the false prophet are also; and they will
be tormented day and night forever and ever.

Then I saw a great white throne and Him who sat upon it, from whose
presence earth and heaven fled away, and no place was found for them.
And I saw the dead, the great and the small, standing before the throne,
and books were opened; and another book was opened, which 1is the
book of life; and the dead were judged from the things which were
written in the books, according to their deeds.

And the sea gave up the dead which were in it, and death and Hades
gave up the dead which were in them; and they were judged, every one
of them according to their deeds.

Then death and Hades were thrown into the lake of fire. This is the
second death, the lake of fire.

And if anyone’s name was not found written in the book of life, he was

thrown into the lake of fire.

Chapter Theme

THEN 1 saw a new heaven and a new earth; for the first heaven and the
first earth passed away, and there is no longer any sea.

2 And I saw the holy city, new Jerusalem, coming down out of heaven
from God, made ready as a bride adorned for her husband.

3 And I heard a loud voice from the throne, saying, “Behold, the
tabernacle of God is among men, and He will dwell among them, and
they shall be His people, and God Himself will be among them,

4 and He will wipe away every tear from their eyes; and there will no
longer be any death; there will no longer be any mourning, or crying, or
pain; the first things have passed away.”

5 And He who sits on the throne said, “Behold, I am making all things
new.” And He said, “Write, for these words are faithful and true.”

6  Then He said to me, “It is done. I am the Alpha and the Omega, the
beginning and the end. I will give to the one who thirsts from the spring
of the water of life without cost.

7  “He who overcomes will inherit these things, and I will be his God and
he will be My son.

8 “But for the cowardly and unbelieving and abominable and murderers
and immoral persons and sorcerers and idolaters and all liars, their part
will be in the lake that burns with fire and brimstone, which is the
second death.”

9 Then one of the seven angels who had the seven bowls full of the seven
last plagues came and spoke with me, saying, “Come here, I will show
you the bride, the wife of the Lamb.”

10 And he carried me away in the Spirit to a great and high mountain, and
showed me the holy city, Jerusalem, coming down out of heaven from
God,

11 having the glory of God. Her brilliance was like a very costly stone, as a

stone of crystal-clear jasper.
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12 It had a great and high wall, with twelve gates, and at the gates twelve
angels; and names were written on them, which are the names of the
twelve tribes of the sons of Israel.

13 There were three gates on the east and three gates on the north and three
gates on the south and three gates on the west.

14 And the wall of the city had twelve foundation stones, and on them were
the twelve names of the twelve apostles of the Lamb.

15 The one who spoke with me had a gold measuring rod to measure the
city, and its gates and its wall.

16 The city is laid out as a square, and its length is as great as the width; and
he measured the city with the rod, fifteen hundred miles; its length and
width and height are equal.

17 And he measured its wall, seventy-two yards, according to human
measurements, which are also angelic measurements.

18  The material of the wall was jasper; and the city was pure gold, like clear
glass.

19 The foundation stones of the city wall were adorned with every kind of
precious stone. The first foundation stone was jasper; the second,
sapphire; the third, chalcedony; the fourth, emerald,;

20  the fifth, sardonyx; the sixth, sardius; the seventh, chrysolite; the eighth,
beryl; the ninth, topaz; the tenth, chrysoprase; the eleventh, jacinth; the
twelfth, amethyst.

21 And the twelve gates were twelve pearls; each one of the gates was a
single pearl. And the street of the city was pure gold, like transparent
glass.

22 I saw no temple in it, for the Lord God the Almighty and the Lamb are
its temple.

23 And the city has no need of the sun or of the moon to shine on it, for
the glory of God has illumined it, and its lamp is the Lamb.

24 The nations will walk by its light, and the kings of the earth will bring
their glory into it.

25 In the daytime (for there will be no night there) its gates will never be
closed;

26 and they will bring the glory and the honor of the nations into it;

27  and nothing unclean, and no one who practices abomination and lying,
shall ever come into it, but only those whose names are written in the
Lamb’s book of life.

THEN he showed me a river of the water of life, clear as crystal, coming

from the throne of God and of the Lamb,

in the middle of its street. On either side of the river was the tree of life,
bearing twelve kinds of fruit, yielding its fruit every month; and the
leaves of the tree were for the healing of the nations.

There will no longer be any curse; and the throne of God and of the
Lamb will be in it, and His bond-servants will serve Him;

and if anyone takes away from the words of the book of this prophecy,
God will take away his part from the tree of life and from the holy city,
which are written in this book.

He who testifies to these things says, “Yes, I am coming quickly.”
