Ezekiel did many strange things to make God's
word clear to people. He scratched a picture of
Jerusalem on a piece of clay tile.

He was showing
that God's holy city would soon be destroyed.
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Israel, the northern kingdom, disobeyed God for

390 years, and Judah, the southern kingdom, for
